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MULTITREND and MULTITEST – troubleshooting
The VB macros are not loaded

In Microsoft Office Excel 2003, unsigned macros are not loaded if the security level is set to High or Very high.

Solution:   Click Tools ( Macro ( Security and alter the security level to Medium. Then import MULTITEST and MULTITREND again and restore the security to its original level.
Compile error – can’t find project or library

This error message indicates that your Microsoft Office Installation is incomplete or older than 2003.
Solution: While you are in the Visual Basic editor you can click Tools ( Macro ( References. Then you will get a list of missing references. It may be the file REFEDIT.DLL (in a standard installation C:\Program Files\Microsoft Office\OFFICE11\REFEDIT.DLL) that is missing. This file can be downloaded from dll dumps, such as http://www.dlldump.com.

No data tables found
In MULTITREND and MULTITEST, the error message ‘No data tables found in the worksheet Input to trend analysis.’ appears if there is no cell with the string ‘Year’ or the number of columns or rows in a table is too small.

Solution: Let the first column of each table contain information about the year an observation was made. Also, let that column have the label ‘Year’.

Can’t execute code in break mode
This error message occurs if you try to run VB macros after the execution of the code has been interrupted because of compile errors or you have used Esc to stop the program.
Solution: In the Visual basic editor, click Run ( Reset and run the VB macro again.
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
